Winter wheat conditions will either improve or remain 

favorable as well in Free State.

Drier biased conditions will persist for much of Western Cape and Northern Cape during the coming 

week. Winter wheat prospects will still be favorable in Western Cape despite the lack of rain in much

U.S. MIDWEST: Nearly widespread rain is expected today through Sunday with eastern North Dakota 

into northwestern Minnesota seeing minimal rain while most of the eastern Corn Belt will be dry 

through Friday. Crop maturation and harvesting will occur favorably before and after the coming rain 

as the soil is warm and dry enough that interruptions to fieldwork should not become extended. Rain 

expected during the next several days will be timely for winter crops and most areas should be left 

with enough soil moisture for crops to become well-established.

U.S. DELTA AND SOUTHEAST: Frequent rain will fall through the next week in the Delta stalling 

fieldwork and raising concerns over cotton quality while the southeastern states will see good harvest 

progress around one round of rain occurring Sunday into Tuesday.

o Rain through Saturday will occur as far east as western Alabama with the precipitation from central
